TIPS FOR YOUTH ON APPLE DAY

At a meeting before Apple Day, give the youth a brief talk about the event. 

Some points which might be stressed are:

This is the first major fundraiser of the year. It benefits the Group and Camp Barnard. This year’s Area portion will be put towards upgrading Camp facilities.

Dress: Apple Day is an occasion when Scouting is in the public eye. Correct uniforms are very important. Be sure to dress for the weather.

Be prepared to answer questions about the programs or hand out information about your group.  Other youth and parents will see you and may decide to join so please make sure you represent Scouting well.

No munching on the job! Youth should be instructed not to be eating when manning their station.

Be on time for your shift. Be sure that all youth and parents know time and place to report.  It is important not to over-staff a site.  2 adults and 2 youth at a time is plenty; keep shifts as short as possible.

Consider decorating your own Apple Day baskets.

When approaching the public: Use appropriate phases, “Would you like to support Beavers…”, etc.  Remember- the apple is our way of thanking all members of our community. We aren’t selling apples, we are giving away apples and accepting donations. The apples are a token of our appreciation to the community.
